Eddy Merckx Race: Bicycles should be limited to down-tube
shifters, standard bike frames only (no aero tubing), no rim depth
greater than 3émm. All racers will have to have a USAC License,
which can be purchased ($10). One-day licenses available for Elite 5.
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Course:

Same course as last year. One mile closed loop in Napa Valley
Corporate Park. One moderate hill at start/finish with 180 degree turn
at top of hill, three 90 degree turns, one looping turn, one chicane.
Direction will be counterclockwise like last year. Free Lap Rule applies.

Location & Directions:
From SF take 101 north, 37 exit (Napa), at 121 make a left turn
at light (Napa), follow directions to Napa, at “T"take right (hwy 29
south), go over river on bridge and take right at light (Soscol Ferry
Rd) into race area.

From Sacramento take 80 west, Hwy 12 exit (Napa) west, right

at Hwy 29(north) and next left (Soscol Ferry Rd)into race area.From

East Bay, take 80 east to 37 west. Hwy 29 exit, turn right and head
north, left on Soscol Ferry Rd.

Note: Soscol Ferry Road remains open. Please do your best to keep it
clear to vehicle traffic!
