What is Neuroblastoms

Neuroblastoma is a rare cancer of the sym-
pathetic nervous system, mainly affecting
children. The third most common type of
childhood cancer, it affects an average of 600
per year in the U.S. On average, victims are
diagnosed around age two and high risk
victims have only a 30% survival rate.

Although the cause is unknown, most physi-
cians believe it is caused by accidental cell
growth during adrenal glands development.

The most promising therapy has been 3F8
monoclonal antibody therapy, a two -year
course of injections using mouse antibodies
to attach to cancer cells and trigger attacks
by the immune system. Because humans
have anti-mouse antibodies, this treatment
eventually becomes completely ineffective.

The Loneliest Roa€ampaign is seeking
funding for a new treatment that utilizes a
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by anti-mouse antibodies. This treatment is
the best hope for neuroblastoma patients,
but it will remain out of reach until support-
ers raise enough money for its manufacture.
