USA Cycling National Officials Summit to be held March 12th – 13th, 2011

USA Cycling is pleased to announce the inaugural National Officials Summit will be held at the Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs, March 12th – 13th, 2011. This summit will be the launch of a new officials program for the coming years, one that reshapes the overall direction, goals, and processes for officials. The summit will also be the first step in a rebranding of the officials program away from a loose affiliation of licensees and towards creation of a professional officials association. We are 100% committed to increasing the professionalism of our corps of officials in 2011.

The summit will be full of sessions dealing with hot topics for officials of many levels. These include, but are not limited to:

· USA Cycling’s overall business and sports plan and the part officials play in it

· USA Cycling’s overall officials program for the coming years

· The cycling official as a professional

· Organizer – Official relationship and the role the officials play in the production of a quality event

· Team Manager – Official relationship. What team managers need and expect from our top officials.

· Current trends in the use of new  technology – understanding how to meld the various technological advances to produce quality results

· Neutral service and the logistics of managing it during caravans

· Breakout sessions dealing with special topics, such as motoref programs, MTB officials programs, track specialties

· Officials and the “Big Picture” – understanding the importance and roles of all stakeholders at an event.

· Continuing Education and its place in USA Cycling officiating

· Taking the mystery out of the national level assignment process

Event Specifics

· The summit is open to all officials until filled. We have a hard cap of 200 due to meeting rooms.  Housing has been arranged at the Olympic Training Center for a limited number of participants. The charge at the OTC is $45 per night, which includes a meal card for full meals. The OTC cannot charge you directly, rather they invoice USA Cycling, so we will need to collect from you directly once we have established the total days you will be staying.
· For those that register after the OTC space is exhausted, or for those that just prefer a hotel option, we will arrange for hotel space at a hotel near USA Cycling’s offices. Rates usually run between $59 and $79 a night. There is a place on the attached form to specify whether you prefer a hotel over the OTC.
· Plan to fly into Colorado Springs (COS). Those staying at the OTC will be picked up in the USOC shuttle. You can also fly into Denver (DEN) if you prefer to rent a car and drive. Denver is usually cheaper depending on the carrier. Plan to arrive by Friday, March 11th. You can plan to depart as early as 4 PM on Sunday, if you wish, but if you want to stay until Monday we will have the OTC rooms until then.

The absolute deadline for registering if you plan to stay at the OTC and/or have an OTC meal card is January 28th.
As the first step in the movement towards creating a truly professional corps of officials, you won’t want to miss out on this first summit since you will be a part of setting the course for our program for years to come.
